	The following SPEAR password rules now apply: 
· Passwords must be at least 14 characters long 
· Passwords must include at least one uppercase character, one lowercase character, one digit and one special character
· Passwords must not contain common dictionary words (e.g. spear)
· Passwords must not contain five or more identical or sequential characters (e.g. 11111 or 12345)
· Passwords cannot be re-used if they were previously used in SPEAR

Users will need to comply with the new rules when next updating their password, using the ‘forgotten password’ function, or being issued with a new SPEAR account. These changes do not affect Digital Certificate passwords for signing users.

Due to the strengthened password requirements, organisations can now set a maximum password rotation period of 365 days (i.e. an annual password change). 

Note: Organisations wishing to change their password rotation period will first need their local administrator to update the organisation/site maximum. Individual users will then be able to update their individual preferences from the user settings page.
