	The following enhancements have been made to SPEAR electronic lodgements: 
· Lodging parties will now choose the applicant address from a list of validated, Australian physical addresses. SPEAR will provide options for selection once the first few characters of an address have been entered. Lodging parties can still manually enter an address if a match cannot be found or the applicant lives overseas.
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Note: This change also applies to applicant contacts lodging Boundary Plan and Road Alignment applications.

· When determining whether an application accompanied by an ePlan is eligible for the streamlined pre-lodgement check process, SPEAR now applies the following additional lodgement validations: 
· All applicant addresses must be valid, physical addresses entered using the new address functionality described above.
· The land specified on the Application Lodgement Form by the lodging party must match the ePlan data.
If the application does not satisfy these criteria, or any of the existing validations, the manual pre-lodgement check process will apply.

· Only lodging party organisations that are configured to represent themselves will be able to sign with two points of certification. This includes government departments and local government authorities. 

Subscribers that represent others will no longer see the option to represent themselves and will sign with four points of certification by default.
