Release 4.3: Signing Process

e The new signing process no longer uses the Java
browser plugin

e Users will be prompted to download a single-use
signing file and run it locally on their computer,
at the time of signing

e This ensures that signing works in all browsers

e Should reduce the number of Java-related issues
experienced by users

e Add support for displaying ePlan labels

— SPEAR to advise LASSI-SPEAR when an ePlan
Application has reached the status of ‘Registered at Land

the plan PDF for certification

e The plan is digitally signed
e The OC Additional Information (not signed) will
be provided to the lodging party:

— In SPEAR for electronic lodgement

Who should be consulted?

There are two types of community groups to consult

with regarding 2 naming, renaming or boundary

change proposal

* the immediate community: people who five and
work within the area and owners of proprties or
businesses; which includes residents, ratepayers
and businesses within the immediate ares directly
affected by the propossl; and

*  the extended community, which includes
residents, ratepayers and businesses surrounding
the area directly affected by the proposal; any
wisitor groups to the area(shoppers, tourists,
recreations| or dining vishtors stc.|; and
Zovernment or non-government organisations with
aninterest in or who servics the area (Aboriginzl
‘associations, local historical societies and eminent
individual historians, service dubs such as Lions

Ciubs and Rotary Clubs, Country Women's
Associations, farmers groups, Country Fire
Authority or State Emergency Servics brigades,
school parents associations, Probus clubs, senior
citizens centres, sthnic assodiations, stc).

I'support the proposal, but do not support
the proposed name or boundaries, what
can | do?

¥ou can respond to the municipal coundil via the
method outiine in the notification of the change, this
may see you writing 2 letter or email of support and
indicate your objection 1o the name and/or provide
ahternative names or boundaries.

Council may not be requesting for submissions of
names, you need to check the wording of the
notification to you.

I do not support the proposal, what can |
do?

The Naming Requirements provide the opportunity 1o
object directly 1o the Council

What is an objection?

n objection is 3 way for members of the community
to inform the naming authority that ane or more
persons disagress with a naming or renaming proposal.

Lodging objections

Any person or organisation can lodge objections to a
ramming, renaming or boundzry changs proposs during
the public consuftation period administered by the
relevant naming authority. Objections must be lodged
directly with the naming authority within the 30 days
allocated for feedback

Considering objections

any objections received during the public consuitation
period must be given consideration by the naming
authority.

Council is continuing with the proposal
which | do not support, what can | do?
The only recourse now s o appeal the decision of the
Council 1o the Registrar of Geographic Mames.

Appeals

Incases of the Council accepting the proposal, the
letter to objectors also needs to indude details of how
they can appeal to the Registrar. Anappeal may only
be made ffthe objector can demonstrate that either:
+ the naming authority cid nat consider the
objections during its deliberations; or

the propasal doss nat reasonably conform to the
principles and mandatory regquirements of these
naming requirements.

Aletter to objector needs to indicate that an appeal to
the Registrar must be lodged within 30 days of the
council accepting the proposal and/or sending the
ferter 1o the objector (whichever is later).
